PLG Arts presents Jazz at the Inkwell the second Thursday of each month.

PLG Arts is a community arts organization that promotes the arts, supports local artists, and builds community through celebrating the vibrant collective creativity of Prospect–Lefferts Gardens and the surrounding Brooklyn neighborhoods.
