Born George ”Gia” Melikishvili in Tbilisi, Georgia,  George Mel began as a self-taught drummer, playing Western rock music as an underground hobby. The dissolution of strict prohibitions on Western culture following the collapse of the Soviet Union catapulted George to national fame. Unrest, chaos and economic disaster erupted in Georgia, pushing George to try his luck in Holland and on to the United States, where he received his first formal education at the Berklee College of Music. George has performed at various NYC venues including Carnegie Hall, the Blue Note, 55 Bar, The Bitter End and Smalls and with such artists as Duane Eubanks (trumpet), Bob Rodriguez (piano), Mark Helias (bass), Leni Stern (guitar/voice), clarinet legend Perry Robinson, and countless other world class musicians.
